Your diarist first played against well-known Sydney stockbroker John Peisley at Warwick Farm in 1972 in a Scone vs. Windsor game, where John was distinguished by having a pair of the shiniest, highest quality Polo boots in the business, and these came in an equally smart leather zip-up carry bag, carried in the boot of his car. 

The above is still applicable today, and you can still see your face in his boots,now that John operates out of his Gundy property, which he bought in the 1980’s, conveniently located just up the hill from the polo fields. 

John quickly assimilated into the Scone Club and furthered his involvement by  donating the Peisley Trophy, first contested in 1989, and he played in the winning team in 1997 and he continues as a playing member, making a great contribution to the club, as always.
 
On Sunday 25th May the Orange and Blue teams lined up for the Final of the Peisley Trophy, to be played on the Belltrees Field, at 3-00 p.m. on a perfect sunny autumn afternoon for polo. 

The Orange Team consisted of Bill Bishop at 1, Jamie Payne at 2, Jack Archibald at 3, and Henry Bell playing at Back, while the Blue team featured Peta Gay Railton at 1, Al Stafford at 2, Doug Munro at 3, and Sam Gunn covering the Back position 

Umpire Anto White ensured that both teams agreed that the Orange team had a half a goal handicap start, and the ball was thrown in, with the Blue team running towards the Gundy end and the Orange team heading for the Timor end, and play was fast and furious from the get-go and Orange no.3  Jack Archibald ran in a goal fairly early -on and the Blue's Sam Gunn replied to make the score one and a half to one in the Orange team's favour at the the end of the first. 

The second chukka was scoreless, despite several near -misses from both sides, with various attempted penalty shots going wide after some enthusiastic clashes in the middle, between Al Stafford and Doug Munro on one side and Jamie Payne and Jack Archibald on the other. 

The third chukka saw the capacity crowd get into full voice as the ride-offs got rougher and the ball found its way into the crowd, on the full, more than once, with small children being removed at speed from the sidelines by parents keen to preserve their aspiring midget potential polo players. The Orange team found their way through the Blue defence by the usual combination of good luck and the odd quirky bounce of the ball on a ground that had seen plenty of polo on the day, to hit 3 goals in the chukka, with the Blues, ever on the lookout for that vital break to make a run to goal, adding one goal to their tally, with a clever pick-up in front of goal by Doug Munro, to make it four and a half to two goals, the Orange team's way, at the bell for the end of the third. 

The Blues came out for the fourth, fully committed to putting the numbers on the board, and nothing was spared on either side,as the fresh ponies were extended to full power as players tried mightily to keep hold of their man while making an opening to run the ball at the same time. The Blues got very close to scoring several times, but the run of the game and the bounce of the ball was not always kind to them, and the Orange team put one through to make it five and a half goals to the Blues' two goals, which proved to to be the final score when the bell went, with the Orange running out the winners of the 2008 Peisley
